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CLINICAL PEARL

e Chemical Compounds in Certain Foods Can Inhibit an Important SARS-CoV-2 Enzyme: According to a report
published in Frontiers in Plant Sciences naturally occurring compounds found in green tea, muscadine grapes,
and dark chocolate can bind to and block the function of the "main protease" (Mpro) in SARS-CoV-2.
Computer simulations showed the chemical compounds from green tea, two varieties of muscadine grapes,
cacao powder and dark chocolate were able to bind to different portions of Mpro and to inactivate it.
