Outbreak Team to review the information and use it to

\ initiate important outbreak control efforts.

How do | access the SPOT Intake Form?

You will be asked to enter information about the exposure at your exposure site.
Once the information you enter is reviewed by the health department, you may be
provided additional login credentials to enter specific data about persons involved in
the exposure.
