4. Youth Commission Update

¢ Nidhi reported on a successful Youth Conference that was held on Saturday,
March 19" at College of San Mateo. This year’s theme was “Change Starts
With Us.” Nidhi stated that over 300 participants attended.

¢ Nidhi informed the board of a change in the support for the Youth
Commission from StarVista to Youth Leadership Institute as of July 1, 2016.

¢ Nidhi informed the board that the end of year showcase, which was originally
scheduled for Wednesday, May 26™, will probably be changed to Wednesday,
May 19". This is the final meeting of the Youth Commission for the year
where the Youth Commissioners highlight their work over the past year.

Matt presented data regarding utilization of services and led the group in
discussion. Matt highlighted the addition of Early Intervention Services in July of
2015, as well as the availability of HIV Pre-exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP) through
the Edison Clinic.
