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CLINICAL PEARL 

• According to a study recently published in Emerging Infectious Diseases, COVID-19 seroprevalence is higher 
in cats than in dogs and higher in general in pets living with people who have the disease. 
Italian scientists analyzed 198 serum samples, 130 from dogs and 68 from cats, collected during March 
through June of 2020, as well as 100 serum samples, 65 from dogs and from 35 cats, collected in different 
regions of Italy before 2019 to use as pre-pandemic controls. The researchers detected 14 cases in animals, 
representing a 16.2% SARS-CoV-2 seroprevalence in cats and 2.3% in dogs. Symptomatic people were more 
likely to have pets test positive. 
The proportion of serologic positivity increased with increasing length of exposure. The authors recorded the 
first SARS-CoV-2–positive animals 10 days after owners' diagnoses and all 14 seropositive cases were 
classified as positive after >54 days of exposure. Among 5 of the 14 positive animals, the owners reported 
that their pets had experienced clinical signs at the same time as their own illness.
