▪ Even if they have symptoms of depression, African Americans may delay or  

never access care. 

▪ A mental health impairment is not recognized as an illness which one can  

recover from within the African American community. 

▪ Low income and disproportionate access to physical health, mental health and        

substance use services contribute to the health disparities of the African American 

Community.  

 

How We Support You 
 

▪ Refer you to trainings (Mental Health 

First Aid, Youth Mental Health First 

Aid) on how to identify early warning 

signs of mental illness and how to  

help youth and adults who may be  

experiencing a mental health crisis. 

▪ Offer support to parents by connecting 

them to free parenting classes (Parent 

Project). 

▪ Provide resources on where to find  

affordable housing, food, and other  

services that promote wellness.  

▪ Assist you in addressing grievances  

or challenges you may be experiencing 

when seeking/receiving services at 

San Mateo County Behavioral Health 

and Recovery Services. 

▪ Provide an opportunity to collaborate 

on and address mental health inequi-

ties within the African American  

community.
