Una nueva Ley en California (SB 75) hace que todos los nifios de bajos recursos de California
sean elegibles para Medi-Cal Completo, sin importar su situaciéon migratoria.
La Ley tomara efecto no antes del 1o de Mayo del 2016. A continuacion lo que necesita saber:

e Comenzara pronto, todos los nifios en California cuyos ingresos familiares sean hasta el 266% del nivel
de pobreza federal van a ser elegibles para Medi-Cal Completo. (Para una familia de cuatro, el limite de
ingresos es $5376 por mes).

e Los niflos que ya se encuentran inscritos en Medi-Cal Restringido automaticamente seran transferidos
a Medi-Cal Completo cuando la ley tome efecto.

e Ninos indocumentados pueden aplicar AHORA para Medi-Cal Restringido para asegurarse que sean
automaticamente transferidos a Medi-Cal Completo cuando la ley tome efecto. Si a los nifios se les
requiere pagar una prima para cobertura, no necesitan inscribirse en Medi-Cal Restringido en este
momento. Ellos pueden esperar hasta que sean elegibles para Medi-Cal Completo para aplicar.

e Los nifios pueden recibir Medi-Cal Completo sin ninguna consecuencia migratoria negativa
para ellos o sus familias en el futuro! El Recibir Medi-Cal NO afecta la determinacion de carga
publica y no afectara a nadie en la familia en relacion a su situacién migratoria!!!

A new law in California (SB 75) makes all low-income children in
California eligible for full-scope Medi-Cal, regardless of their immigration status.
The law takes effect no earlier than May 1, 2016. Here’s what you need to know:

e Starting soon, all children in California whose family income is up to 266% of the federal poverty level
will be eligible for full-scope Medi-Cal. (For a family of four, the income limit is $5376 per month.)

e Children who are already enrolled in Restricted Medi-Cal will automatically transfer to full-scope
Medi-Cal when the law takes effect.

e Undocumented children can apply for Restricted Medi-Cal NOW to ensure that they automatically
transfer to full-scope Medi-Cal when the law takes effect. If children will be required to pay a premium
for coverage, they do not need to enroll in Restricted Medi-Cal now. They can wait until they are
eligible for full-scope Medi-Cal to apply.

e Children can receive full-scope Medi-Cal without any negative immigration consequences for
themselves or their families in the future! Receiving Medi-Cal does NOT affect the public
charge determination and will not impact anyone in the family’s immigration status!!!
